The MENTE Mentoring Program is designed to service Members of the Hispanic
Professionals of Greater Milwaukee (HPGM). The Program assists individuals interested
in career and personal development by connecting them with established, community
leaders. This Program consists of SIX (6) KEY STEPS:

Step 1 | Submitting the Mentee or Mentor Application and Background Information

Step 2 | The review of Applications and Background Information by MENTE
Committee (Please see “Note” below.)

Step 3 | Attending the MENTE Orientation (this includes putting together goals in a
Personal Development Plan & Personal Vision Statement)

Step 4 | The engagement (connection) of the Mentee and Mentor
Step 5 | The agreement between the Mentee and Mentor

Step 6 | At the conclusion of the MENTE Program, completion of an evaluation
form

Note: Mentee & Mentor Applications and Background Information will be reviewed on
an annual basis

MENTE Program Engagements

Mentees will be engaged (connected) with a Mentor that best matches with the Mentees
interests, background, goals, objectives and vision. The MENTE Program Committee
will review Applications to assure the best Mentee/Mentor match. The Mentor will meet
regularly — at least once a month- with the Mentee and assist them in reaching their
desired outcomes.

Depending on the MENTE Program’s capacity, it can be possible for Mentors to have
multiple Mentees and Mentees multiple Mentors.

MENTE Program Outcomes

1) To finalize, and begin the implementation of, the Mentee’s Personal Development
Plan (PDP) and Personal Vision Statement.

2) To have the Mentor connect the Mentee with at least two (2) other established
professionals in the Mentee’s fields of interest.
